Here's how 1o handle the common hazards of driving in rain, fog, Snow and ice...
Slippery roads (wet or icy)...

m Stay below posted speed limits.

m To avoid hydroplaning on wet roads, try to drive in the tracks of
the car in front of you.

m Avoid braking heavily on wet or icy roads.

m Watch for icy patches on bridges and in the shade.

m If you skid, take your foot off the gas and turn in the direction you
want the car to go. Don't use the brake.
